1. FOR CORPORATE ENTITIES INCORPORATED UNDER THE LAWS OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION: 
· Questionnaire - Application for broker services; 
· Constituent documents (charter, memorandum of association (if any) with all amendments incorporated therein); 
· Certificate of record in the uniform state register of legal entities; 
· Certificate of record in the uniform state register of legal entities evidencing incorporation of amendments made to constituent documents of legal entity (if any); 
· Taxpayer’s certificate; 
· Information notice issued by Federal State Statistics Service evidencing that legal entity is incorporated in the statistical register of economic entities or information notice evidencing that legal entity is incorporated in the uniform state register of enterprises and organizations (Notice of record in USREO(ЕГРПО)) with annexes thereto (decoding); 
· Extract from the uniform state register of legal entities made not earlier than 30 (thirty) calendar days before its presentation to the Bank; 
· Signature and seal card in a single counterpart;
· Documents confirming the power of persons indicated as authorized signatories in the signature and seal card;
· Copies of passports in the name of persons indicated as authorized signatories in the signature and seal card;
· Documents confirming the powers of the company sole executive body;
· Extract from the share register issued not earlier than 14 (fourteen) calendar days before its presentation to the Bank – to be obtained from closed joint stock companies only; 
· Power of Attorney (original or notarized copy) in the name of the person empowered to open a broker account on behalf of the corporate entity and take any other actions under the Agreement; 
· A copy of the identity document;
· License of a professional participant of the securities market (if any); 
· Document evidencing location of legal entity either at the address shown in its constituent documents (legal address) or at the post address; 
· Document evidencing approval of big transactions by the company management in the event when the proposed transaction value (related transactions value) exceeds 25 per cent of the company’s book value as of the latest reporting date before it is decided to arrange such transaction (transactions).  

 The Bank reserves the right to request, if necessary, other documents for broker account opening. 
2. FOR CORPORATE ENTITIES INCORPORATED UNDER THE LAWS OF OTHER STATES AND LOCATED OUTSIDE THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION: 
· Questionnaire - Application for broker services; 
· Documents evidencing legal status of corporate entity under the laws of the country of incorporation: 
Articles of  Association or similar document
Memorandum of Association
· Document evidencing state registration of corporate entity:
Certificate of state registration, extract from trade register/company register of the country of incorporation, certificate of incorporation or the similar document comprising information on the issuing authority, registration no., date and place of registration.  
· Taxpayer’s certificate (issued by Moscow Interdistrict IFTS No.50 or other local tax authorities) - 2402ИМ (2000) form (Appendix No.9 to Order issued by Ministry for Taxes and Charges of the Russian Federation dated 07.04.2000 No. АП-3-06/124).  
· Signature and seal card in a single counterpart;
· Documents confirming the powers of the company sole executive body (hereinafter – director);
Minutes of the board meeting (extract from the minutes) or other document evidencing appointment of the director and issued by the competent body.  
· Documents confirming the power of authorized signatories to carry out operations on broker account (minutes of the board meeting, orders, powers of attorney and/or other documents). 
· Copies of passports in the name of persons indicated as authorized signatories in the signature and seal card;
· Power of Attorney (original or notarized copy) in the name of the person empowered to open broker account on behalf of legal entity and take any other actions under Agreement; 
· A copy of the identity document;
· Certificate of the company registered office. 
· Documents stipulated in paragraph 8.3. of the Agreement and Russian Law then in force enabling to secure relief against double taxation under DDT (double taxation treaty) (if applicable). 
3. CREDIT INSTITUTIONS ARE REQUIRED TO PRESENT ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS:
· Banking license;
· Letter from CBR Chief Department evidencing its approval of the sole executive body, chief accountant and other officials specified in signature and seal card;   
· Letters on measures taken by the Client to counteract legalization (laundering) of proceeds obtained illegally and financing of terrorism. 
4. FOR INDIVIDUAL ENTREPRENEURS: 
· Questionnaire - Application for broker services; 
· Certificate of individual entrepreneur or certificate of record in the uniform state register of individual entrepreneurs registered prior to January 1, 2004; 
· passport or other identity document as per the Russian law; 
Should individual entrepreneur be a foreign citizen he/she will have to submit documents specified in paragraphs 2 and 3 of the documents for individuals - foreign citizens;   
· Extract from Uniform state register of individual entrepreneurs (ЕГРИП) made not earlier than 30 (thirty) calendar days before its presentation to the Bank; 
· Information notice issued by Federal State Statistics Service evidencing that individual entrepreneur has been incorporated in the uniform state register of enterprises and organizations (ЕГРПО) and has been assigned statistic codes then in force; 
· Taxpayer’s certificate (if any); 
· signature and seal card.

Copies of the documents issued in the Russian Federation are to be certified by the notary or the issuing company/state body.
All documents imported to the Russian Federation shall be legalized by the Russian embassy (consulate) located in the state of domicile of the legal entity or by the embassy (consulate) of the state of the legal entity’s domicile  located on the territory of the Russian Federation. 
Legalization is not required should the said documents be issued on the territory of:
- 
States that signed CIS Convention in Minsk in January 22, 1993 «On legal assistance and relationship in the area of civil, family and criminal laws» (as of today Convention parties are Russia, Azerbaijan, Armenia, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kirghizia, Moldova, Turkmenistan, Tadjikistan, Uzbekistan, Ukraine).
- 
States – parties to Hague Convention abolishing the requirement of legalization for foreign public documents (1963) (in such event the document shall be certified with apostille affixed on the document or on a separate sheet of paper by competent authority of the foreign state as per the requirements of Convention). 
All documents in foreign languages shall be accomanied with the Russian translation (bound to the original document) certified by the notary (incl. transation of seals,stamps, apostilles, etc.)
